PARADISE LOST?
Climate change in the North Woods
Barbara Thomas

What will Wisconsin’s climate be like
one hundred years from now--in
21097

What will it feel like? What will it

look like? Some scenarios have Madi-
son’s mean summer temperature at 85
degrees (it is 67 degrees in 2009), and
our north woods becoming an oak sa-
vanna. And what will we do about it?
Do we even think about, or worry
about, this future? One thought is that
we lack a “rich internalized sense of
place.”

In mid 2006, 33 artists, scientists, and
educators met in Northern Wisconsin
to learn about climate change and
consider ways that art could increase
public understanding about climate
change in the North Woods. The art-
ists created pieces reflecting their per-
ceptions of climate change science,
impacts on northern ecosystems, and
actions people can take today to pro-
tect the North Woods. The exhibit has
traveled about Wisconsin, often pro-
viding opportunity for local schools’
involvement. The John Muir Chapter
provided a grant to support some of
the travel expenses. We attended the
exhibit at the River Falls Public Li-
brary where U of Minnesota forest
expert Lee Frelich reported on his 18
year study of trees in the Boundary
Waters Canoe Area. Within 50 years,
he predicts, the wilderness likely will
look completely different.

Also on display there was art and po-
etry by local school children and resi-
dents. One that especially caught my
interest was a poem by Maureen Ash,
a friend from our early days of sup-
porting The Wisconsin Farmland
Conservancy. She is happy to share
her piece with our Sierrans.
